authorizing the signing of documents in connection with the issuance and sale of the Notes;
authorizing the signing and distribution of a preliminary and final official statement; and
declaring an emergency.

ORD. NO. 497-2008 providing for the issuance and sale of $2,250,000 of notes, in
anticipation of the issuance of bonds, for the purpose of paying costs of acquiring and equipping
motor vehicles for various Divisions of the City, including trucks, police and fire vehicles,
ambulances and other such vehicles, together with other equipment and all necessary
appurtenances thereto; authorizing the signing of documents in connection with the issuance and
sale of the Notes; authorizing the signing and distribution of a preliminary and final official
statement; and declaring an emergency.



ORD. NO. 498-2008 providing for the issuance and sale of $6,650,000 of notes, in
anticipation of the issuance of bonds, for the purpose of paying costs of improving the municipal
parks and recreations system including Cascade Locks Bikeway, Lock 111, Beech Street
Trailhead, Davenport Park, Ed Davis Tennis Courts, Hyre Park, Summit Lake Community

ORD. NO. 499-2008 providing for the issuance and sale of $9,060,000 of notes, in
anticipation of the issuance of bonds, for the purpose of paying costs of improving Carroll Street,
Howard Street, North Portage Path, High Street, South Main Street, West Market Street,
Abington Road, Newton Street, Thayer Street, North Hawkins Avenue, Dresden Avenue, Pelton
Avenue, EIm Drive and certain other streets and properties in the City, and related bridges, all in
accordance with plans prepared by the City Engineer, by constructing, reconstructing, widening,
paving, resurfacing, grading, draining, resurfacing, constructing curbs, sidewalks, including
ADA access, driveway approaches and off-street parking facilities, installing signalization,
constructing and reconstructing storm sewers, storm outlets and detention ponds, and otherwise
improving the same, and replacing street and related signs, all where necessary and as applicable
and together with all necessary appurtenances thereto; authorizing the signing of documents in
connection with the issuance and sale of the Notes; authorizing the signing and distribution of a
preliminary and final official statement; and declaring an emergency.
