ORD. NO. 259-2009 authorizing the Director of Public Service to enter into a contract,
after publicly advertising for bids, for the removal and replacement of a crash attenuator on State
Route 8 southbound at the central interchange; approving specifications therefore; and declaring
an emergency.

ORD. NO. 260-2009 authorizing the Director of Public Service to enter into a contract
with Finn Corporation for the repair of a truck mounted bark blower; authorizing payment
therefore; and declaring an emergency.

ORD. NO. 261-2009 authorizing the Director of Health to enter into a personal services
contract with Panethong Rassavong Lynum to provide Refugee Health Outreach Services;
authorizing payment therefore; and declaring an emergency.
